Guidelines for the
Watershed and Open Space Committee 

Mission:  To perform activities and establish opportunities to help protect, restore, and enhance the natural resources within the LVHA watershed including Miller Creek, the Open Space and neighborhood at large.
Membership: In accordance with Association Bylaws, the Chair and all members of the committee shall be appointed by the President of the LVHA in consultation with the Board of Directors.  The committee shall consist of at least five (5) members and is open to all interested in participation.   
Meetings: Meetings of the committee will be scheduled as required with a minimum of four per year.  Additional meetings will be scheduled as needed to support the LVHA board of directors and the LVHA community.

Function:  


1. To assist the LVHA in maximizing ecological resources within the community by promoting proactive, resource oriented land stewardship:

·  in the open space;

·  along trails;

·  along transitions between residences and wild lands; and,

·  within the stream corridor.  

2. To organize, coordinate and maintain records for:

·  a creek watch to monitor and report on changes and management needs in the stream corridor

· an open space watch to monitor and report on changes and management needs in the open space

· a plants and animals group to gather and share information with those interested and with the community at large.  

3. To represent LVHA in the Miller Creek Watershed Stewards organization, and make recommendations to the LVHA board regarding actions that impact the community.  

4. To regularly write articles in the Vibration and LVHA website to encourage natural resource protection and land stewardship that enhance natural resource values in the LVHA community.  

5. Serve as a liaison between community members, county and local resource agencies to facilitate resource orientated land stewardship with in the community. 

6. Maintain records of committee activities and prepare an annual report of activities and issues for distribution to the LVHA residents. 
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
